Growth estimates have jumped in the area
as a result of an influx of displaced Coastal
residents. A population increase of between
5,000 and 20,000 is estimated post-Katrina.
Continued incompatible land use close to the
installation can eventually restrict future use
of range and training lands. To insure soldier
readiness for the future, a quality training en-
vironment must be maintained by addressing
non-compatible uses, noise concerns, as
well as the management of natural and cul-
tural resources.

Obijective

The Camp Shelby ACUB program sustains
the military mission by ensuring that open
lands surrounding the installation are pro-
tected from incompatible land use that could
limit or disrupt operational readiness and
training activities. The ACUB protects key
natural habitats and the associated flora and
fauna; thereby, maintaining the integrity of
the region’s natural resources. Portions of
the buffers may be used as future wetland
banks.
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
